6. Bedford Road

In recent weeks at least two cars have been given a parking ticket for parking by the dropped kerb near the War Memorial on Bedford Road. 
Correspondence has been received from a resident who has received a parking ticket for parking in front of the dropped kerb by the War Memorial in Bedford Roadand correspondence from the Assistant Parking Manager at Central Bedfordshire Council and from Vinci Park Services. (Correspondence attached)
One solution is to contact Central Bedfordshire Council and ask that the dropped kerb is removed and replaced with a higher kerb so that cars can park along this section of the road. An alternative solution is to ask Central Bedfordshire Council to consider marking a white H-bar on the road along the dropped kerb section and this should hopefully reduce confusion.

Members are requested to decide how they would like to proceed.
7. Jenkins Pavilion Key Fobs

A request has been made by Sandy Colts Football Club for the Town Council to consider purchasing additional key fobs. The key fobs are used to unlock the magnetic door entry system that allows access to the Jenkins Pavilion. Due to the potential number of users at anyone time each fixture is allowed a maximum of only one key fob. The Town Council currently has 10 key fobs with the majority held by the caretaker for users of the Pavilion.
Sunderland Rd Recreation Ground has six football pitches and to provide a key fob for every team on a non-tournament fixture day would require twelve key fobs if every football pitch is in use. In addition a separate user could be using the Educational Room in the Jenkins Pavilion. 

To purchase 10 additional key fobs (minimum order) will cost £169.66.

8. Town and Country Planning Act 1990 - Appeal 
A letter has been received from Central Bedfordshire Council with regard to an appeal hearing for application CB/11/01301/FULL on the 6th October 2011 for 1 day starting at 10am (Copy of letter attached). Application No: CB/11/01301/FULL, site at Plots 2, 2A, 3 Woodside Caravan Park, Hatch, Sandy. Change of use of land to use as a small private gypsy site for 3 families comprising of 10 caravans and associated ancillary development of Plots 2, 2A, 3 Woodside Caravan Park, Hatch, Sandy.
The planning application was discussed at the Town Council meeting on the 16th May 2011 and Members may recall that the Town Council made No comment to the application.
