13. APPOINTMENT OF BID CONSULTANT - SUNDERLAND ROAD PAVILION/SECURE STORAGE PROJECT

Members will no doubt have received and read the Minutes of the Meetings of the Sunderland Road Pavilion/Secure Storage Working group held on Tuesday 14th September and Wednesday 15th September.

In those they would have noted that Messrs Willmott Boddington Partnership have been retained as planning and building consultants in respect of the bid to the Football Foundation for grant assistance.

The fee for this (£3780.00) will be found from the sum already approved by the Council (£5,000.00) in respect of Architects fees.

Should the project proceed to final submission of a bid when further technical information will be required and the preparation of a Planning Application, further fees of £7,500.00 will be requested and have to be approved by Council.

What was not agreed at the above meetings was the appointment of Transition U.K. Ltd as the bid consultants. The company is seeking a fee of £10,000.00 plus 40p per mile for travelling expenses in exchange for which they will provide the following services in connection with the bid: -

· Engaging in some research to confirm that the football clubs in the area need these facilities.

· Identifying overall project costs and ensuring that adequate funding is available to match against the Foundation's Grant.  The Foundation will want to see that all partners are contributing to this proposal.

· Identifying and agreeing one management structure that will satisfy the different partners.  This will provide effective bookings for both the School and Sunderland Road sites and include maintenance plans for the pitches and changing room block.

· Enabling the Upper School to have a usage agreement with the Town Council that will protect its usage of the changing room block.

· Identifying those clubs with strong junior sections that will become the major partners in the delivery of the Football Development Plan.

· Ensuring that the Football Plan supports the sports development planning of all partners (e.g. Beds FA, Mid Beds DC, Active Sports, etc).

· Ensuring that the Football Development Plan targets appropriate "disadvantaged" groups.

The role will be to co-ordinate the collection of information as well as pull the bid together.  They will want to negotiate the delivery of the Football Plan with all partners so that it meets the FA's requirements.  They would also be prepared to co-ordinate the efforts of the building consultant to ensure that the different elements of the bid are delivered at the appropriate time.

Because this is a new element to the cost of this project members of the Working Group were not prepared to make a decision to employ Transition UK, although the Minutes clearly show that they believe that this appointment is necessary if the bid to the Football Foundation is to have any chance of success.

60% of all fees are of course recoverable, as part of the Grant Application and payable if the bid is successful.
