(a)  Bus Shelter – Now that this had been moved there was no protection from the elements for elderly travellers.  The old shelter was basically enclosed on four sides with access and egress arrangements, full protection was afforded.  The new shelter did not give such protection and also as it was some distance from the building this similarly gave no additional protection.
(b)  Bus Stop – Already problems were being experienced with the “backing up “ of traffic when more than one bus was at the stop.  This created considerable traffic dangers.

RESOLVED:  That the Clerk be requested to refer these two issues to MBDC as a matter of some urgency.
