Site at the Rose & Crown, 14 London Road, Sandy. Planning Application for the conversion and extension of public house to 1 dwelling with detached double garage and erection of 3 terraced 3 bed cottages with parking and landscaping.

Resolved to Recommend: That the Town Council grant use of the two small triangles of land adjoining the Tourist Information Centre to the Queen’s Head Public House in return for a peppercorn rent of a bottle of whisky per year (to be donated to the Mayor’s Charity).

12. Litter Bins – Sunderland Road Recreation Ground (P11/08)

The Clerk’s report which was previously circulated was received and considered. It was noted that Mid Beds District Council had been asked to provide some bins on the Sunderland Road side of the ditch.
Resolved to Recommend: That three litter bins be provided alongside the ditch at Sunderland Road Recreation Ground at a cost of £300, to be sourced from the contingency amount.
13. Moles in Cemetery

The Clerk also reported that she had sourced a training course which would allow the Foreman of Groundstaff to become a licensed pest operative and that Mr Gilbert was willing to undertake the training. The qualification would allow him to exterminate moles, rodents, wasps and other insects among other pests.
