Public safety, for increased number of people crossing the A1 and in particular under the influence of alcohol as this will be the only establishment in Sandy that will sell alcohol 24 hours a day. Prevent public nuisance, this would increase as the number of hours alcohol could be purchased and then consumed would increase. To protect children from harm, due to increased number of bottles and cans that would be deposited in the streets and Bedford Road recreation ground. If approved ask that it is constantly reviewed.
