(c) Application no: 08/00540/FULL  Application for the erection of 2no 2 bed bungalows on land to the rear of 40 and 42 West Road, Sandy – Refused because of overdevelopment of the site.

(d) Application no: 08/00452/FULL  Application for the erection of a 2bed bungalow on land adjacent to 48a Sunderland Road, Sandy – Approved.

8. Vehicle Activated Street Sign and 30mph limit on Potton Road, Sandy.                                  (P22/08)
