	Planning Applications received for comment by Sandy Town Council (P62/11-12)
a) CB/11/04140/FULL Demolition of existing garage and erection of detached house with associated works at land adj to 30 Ivel Road, Sandy, Beds.

It was resolved: to make objections to the proposed application-
1. Inappropriate development.

2. Impact on the street scene. 
3. Overdevelopment of the site.

4. Loss of parking.
b) CB/11/04141/CA Conservation Area Consent: Demolition of existing garage and erection of detached house with associated works at land adj to 30 Ivel Road, Sandy, Beds.
It was resolved: to make objections to the proposed application-
1. Inappropriate development.

2. Impact on the street scene.

3. Overdevelopment of the site.

4. Loss of parking.
5. Development within the conservation area.
c) CB/11/04334/FULL Change of use from office to day care nursery (non residential) for main building and annexed building to rear of site at 54 High Street, Sandy, Beds. 
It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed application – though the following points need to be considered.

1. Barrier for the safeguarding of children preventing them from going onto the road.

2. Off road unloading and loading of children to prevent obstruction of a busy pavement.
d) CB/11/04329/ FULL Erection of single storey rear extension at 34 Western Way, Sandy, Beds.

It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed application as it was a replacement of a conservatory with a brick building.

e) CB/11/04347/ADV Replacement of existing fascia sign with like-for-like new signage at 2 Market Square, Sandy, SG19 1HT.
It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed application as it would improve the appearance of the building.
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	Minutes of the Previous Meeting  (P63/11-12)
It was resolved: that the minutes of the Planning, Parks and Open Spaces Committee held on 28 November 2011 be approved as a correct record of proceedings.
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	Verbal report from any local member who attended Development Control Committee on any matters affecting Sandy (P64/11-12)
Cllr Aldis reported that at last weeks meeting, Park House nursing home was discussed and the development was approved. Mention had been made of residents concerns including the need for additional soft landscaping and the nuisance of lorries delivering to the rear exit.
Rectory Court – Stopping Up (P65/11-12)
An elector spoke to the Committee about the stopping up of an area of Rectory Court. Members discussed and asked questions of the elector.
It was resolved: to recommend that the Town Council make no objection to the stopping up of an area of Rectory Court as indicated in the plans which were on the agenda.
The Limes (P66/11-12)
Members discussed the piece of land behind 5 Lime Avenue. 
It was resolved: To approve in principle,

1. That the piece of land behind 5 Lime Avenue be leased or sold to the owner of 5 Lime Avenue. 
2. That the Town Council should investigate further to establish if all of the residents who border the small strip of land would like to lease or purchase the section of land directly behind their property. 
3. That neighbours and Central Bedfordshire Council are consulted about the selling and leasing of the land behind 1, 3,  5 and 7 Lime Avenue and 1-5 Ash Close Beeston as marked on the title number BD265918. 
4. That before the town council can sell or lease the land, the proprietor of BD214333 has to give permission by a certificate signed to approve disposition. 
5. That if the town council sells the land to the homeowners it may make a charge for the land. 
6. That the town council will pay no costs with regard to the selling or leasing of the land and the resident(s) will have to pay all the costs. 
7. That the town council do not want any of the land to be inaccessible due to it being land-locked.
4 electors left the meeting before the next item.
Ice Cream Van (P67/11-12)
Members discussed about the request for an ice cream on Bedford Road Recreation Ground.
It was resolved: to recommend that the Town Council approve an ice cream van for the calendar year 2012 on Bedford Road Recreation Ground and the charges are increased from £7.75 plus VAT per day to £8.25 plus VAT per day for normal weekends and school holidays and from £8.50 plus VAT per day to £9.00 plus VAT per day for Bank Holidays.
Section 106 (P68/11-12)
Members discussed Section 106.
It was resolved: to recommend 
1. The overlay of the wet pour surface around the rotaweb the with 20mm thick EDPM (ethylene propylene diene monomer) wet pour rubber with full colour EDPM wear pad on the rota-web and the cost is £1,665.00 plus vat. 
2. That a substantial oak tree is planted in Bedford Road Recreation Ground on the south side of the play area. 
3. That additional benches and bins are located in Bedford Road Recreation Ground.
