6. Amendment to Standing Orders
Following the Council’s adoption of paragraph 12(2) of the new Code of Conduct the Standing Orders of the Town Council need to be amended to allow members of the public to make representations to meetings.  The working group appointed by this Committee has met and the following amendments have been suggested:
96. 

(a) Questions or comments may be made by any member of the public in attendance. People wishing to make representations, give evidence, ask or answer questions will be asked to complete a form indicating the agenda item or items they wish to speak on. They will be invited to speak by the Chairman on a first come first served basis, no more than five members of the public will be permitted to speak on any item.  Each participant will be granted a maximum of three minutes to speak.

(b) If a member of the public interrupts the proceedings at any meeting, the Chairman may, after warning, order that they be removed from the Council Chamber or that the part of the Council Chamber open to the public be cleared.

Also add to 15(c):

Should any Member declare a Prejudicial Interest in an item of business they should also state at this point that they wish to remain in the Council Chamber until they have made representations, given evidence, asked or answered questions about the matter.
