12. Request from Skatepark Association
The Town Council has been approached by Mr Ken Lynch on behalf of the Skatepark Association.  It has applied for a grant from the big Lottery Fund in order to purchase a youth shelter to be sited alongside the Skatepark in Sunderland Road. A plan and information about the youth shelter has been provided. (Copy attached)
The Fund managers have told him that they will not make the grant unless he has evidence of a lease agreement on the land where the shelter is to be sited.  The lease should be for a minimum of 5 years.

Mr Lynch is requesting that Sandy Town Council allow this land to be leased to the Skatepark Association, it is likely that such a lease, which needs to be professionally drawn up would cost several hundred pounds.  It would seem appropriate that the Association be asked to bear the costs of drawing up the lease.

1. Car Parking Faynes Court
Resolution for Planning Parks and Open Spaces Committee in the name of Cllr David Broughton

That the Planning, Parks and Open Spaces Committee recognises that Faynes Court suffers from exceptional parking problems due to its proximity to the town centre, and that the Committee urge Central Bedfordshire to introduce parking restrictions in the area as a matter of urgency.
The road in question is the straight part between the buildings owned by Aldwyck Housing and Magnolia Court, and runs from Sunderland Road a short distance, and connects to the public footpath from Pleasant Place.

The part of Faynes Court that turns to the left and runs behind the buildings owned by Aldwyck Housing is still privately owned.

Because Faynes Court is coupled to a public path at one end that makes an attractive short cut to the town centre, there is a temptation for people from other areas to park there and walk into town. At the moment there are no visual parking restrictions, and cars park on both sides of the road and overflow into Sunderland Road impeding movement on the footpath.

And usually during working hours there are an additional five to six cars belonging to the workers at the old chapel in Pleasant Place which is connected by the path. It is not known whether their planning permission made mention of car parking space.

The situation has become intolerable for residents and because cars park on both sides of the road, public services such as waste collection and ambulances are being impeded 

The situation is made worse because residents are allocated only one parking area or a garage. Some garages may be full and some residents have more than one car.

The Planning, Parks and Open Spaces Committee might also consider whether it should ask Aldwyck Housing and McCanns, the builders of Magnolia Court to introduce a permit scheme for residents. 

An additional problem is that parents drive in from Sunderland Road to drop their children off and so avoid town traffic. These cars turn into Magnolia Court, reverse into the private part of Faynes Court, and then accelerate away, breaking up the surface of the road.
