Planning or Enforcement Appeals – Notification from Bedfordshire County Council

BC/CM/2004/37

Appeal against decision of Bedfordshire County Council to refuse variation of condition 1 of planning permission 24/1999 to extend the time period for implementation.  The original permission was given for a Waste Timber Recycling Facility, associated sorting and storage areas, new vehicular access, HGV and staff parking areas, weighbridge and relocatable office/canteen with site landscaping.

Town Council Comments:  Object - PP&OS - 22.11.04 – Loss of Amenity to near neighbours.

Bedfordshire County Council Comments:  Refused - 4.3.05


1.  The application site is in the open countryside which should be protected for its own sake.  Development of the site would be in conflict with Structure Plan policy 1 and Mid Beds Local Plan Proposed Modifications Draft CS19.

2.  The application is in conflict with policy W9 of the Minerals and Waste Local Plan Pre-publication Draft as the site is not one of those stated in the policy as an acceptable location for a waste recovery operation.

3.  The waste timber arising from the pallet yard operation is currently transported to the wood chipping machine which is located in Cambridgeshire and therefore there is no need for the development.

The Appeal is to be dealt with at a Public Inquiry at Bedfordshire County Council, County Hall, Cauldwell Street, Bedford MK42 9AP on Tuesday 13th June 2006, commencing at 10am.

Members of the public may attend the inquiry and, at the Inspector’s discretion, express their views.  All documents relating to the appeal can be viewed at County Hall during normal office hours.

Members of the Town Council may wish to consider whether or not they would like to appoint a representative to attend the Inquiry.
