10.  Removal of Graffiti from Private Properties
Mid Bedfordshire District Council have a policy in respect of the removal of graffiti.  They will remove graffiti from public areas and public buildings they will also remove graffiti from private property at the owner’s request and subject to a charge.  Otherwise responsibility for any graffiti on private properties remains the owner’s responsibility.
The risks in the Town Council becoming involved in the removal of graffiti are:- costs, insurance, legal liability for any damage and also the extent to which the Town Council could become further involved due to custom and practice.  It would be very difficult to assist in any one particular case but then decline to assist in others once a precedent had been set.

Costs

Estimates have been obtained from the company who undertake the work on behalf of MBDC.  These are £45.00 per square metre or £320.00 per day.
Most Council’s work on the daily rate which on average would clean approximately 80 square metres.  Unless an anti-graffiti coat is then applied to the cleaned area (additional cost) it could be that several visits to the “most popular” sites may be required during a year.  Clearly one day’s work in Sandy per year would not be sufficient.

Insurance
The Council could not insure another person’s property and therefore any damage caused to a private property during cleaning would have to be the responsibility of the contractor although clearly the Council if it had placed the necessary orders could become embroiled in a legal dispute.
Legal Liability

The Town Council could obtain a letter of authority or indemnity from a property owner before undertaking work on a private property but the validity of this could only be tested by the Courts.  The Town Council has no legal power to enter or act on private property.
This report has been prepared at the request of the Council and it is believed has particular relevance to a property adjacent to Robert Peel Lower School (although there are known to be at least six other similar areas on the Dapifer Drive Estate).  It is understood (but not been able to be confirmed) that MBDC have offered to assist in the case in question but are seeking some payment.
