 (b) The Minutes of the Meeting of the Planning, Parks and Open Spaces Committee held on Monday 22nd November 2004 and as approved, amended and adopted by Council Meeting held on Monday 6th December 2004, which had been previously circulated, were signed.

5.  MATTERS ARISING (P69/04)

(1) Public Open Space, Fallowfield Estate (9.6.03) (P13/03)

Letter sent to Mr Dean advising him as to who are the Council's formally appointed Members to attend any further meetings. No minutes of the earlier meeting have yet been received.

Members expressed their concern over the lack of progress on both the provision of facilities on the open space and the more general adoption of the estate as a whole.

RESOLVED: (a) That the item concerning the minutes of the earlier meeting be noted and can be deleted until there are further developments.

(b) That the Clerk be requested to write to Mr Chris Valentine, Head of Planning Services at Mid Beds D.C. asking for him to update the Town Council on the current position regarding the District Council’s discussions with Twigdens.

(c) That the Clerk be requested to write to Alistair Burt MP to ascertain whether or not he has had discussions with Twigdens and if so whether there was any outcome.

(d) That after replies have been received on these matters the Fallowfield Open Space Working Group should arrange to meet.
5.  MATTERS ARISING (P69/04) (CONT)
(2)  Highways Agency – Decision re: Requested Roundabout, Junction of New Road and Orchard Road, Beeston (19.7.04) (P27/04)

Letter sent to Highways Agency 18.10.04.  No reply received from Highways Agency.

RESOLVED: That the situation be noted.
(3)  Developers Contributions to Sporting or Play Area Facilities, Site rear of Conservative Club Bedford Road, Sandy (22.11.04) (P55/04)

Letter sent to MBDC 2.12.04.  Reply received 16.12.04 stating that the Section 106 Agreement for this development has provided the following contributions:

Children's Play Space - £3,375 for upgrading the play area in The Recreation Ground, Bedford Road.

Sporting Facilities - £7,920 for the provision of new outdoor facilities in Sandy.

These sums will be paid by the developer on the occupation of the first dwelling.  In addition a contribution has been secured from the Westbury Homes development in St Neots Road planning ref 01/1875.  This will provide:

Children's Play Space - £3,978 for improvements to the facilities within the town limits of Sandy.

RESOLVED: That the Clerk be requested to write to Mid Beds District Council to ascertain whether or not the sporting facilities grant may be used to contribute to the costs of the planned new pavilion at Sunderland Road Recreation Ground.
(4)  Fishing Rights – The Riddy, Sandy (11.10.04) (P49/04)

Still awaiting reply from Angling Association.

RESOLVED: That the situation be noted.
(5)  Summer Planting Sandy 2005 (11.10.04) (P50/04)

Sandy Enhancement Group advised "that they are unable to offer any financial assistance towards the planting of a special commemorative bed or permanent planting at Faynes Corner".  It is also their opinion that a large garden in such a prominent central position has to be planted and maintained to the highest standards.  They further comment that in their opinion “a commemorative bed would be far too expensive and require too much maintenance”.

The Enhancement Group suggested "that the area should continue to be used for a permanent planted display albeit perhaps a smaller bed with replacement roses being planted in replacement soil, together with other carefully chosen flowering shrubs".

It was noted that Members of Staffing Committee would be meeting at Faynes Corner to discuss the issue on Thursday 13th January 2005 and would be reporting direct to Town Council on 24th January 2005.

RESOLVED: That the item be noted and may now be deleted.

(6)  Verbal report from any local Member who attended Development Control Committee on any matters affecting Sandy (22.11.04) (P57/04)

A letter from the Mayor and the Chairman of Planning Parks & Open Spaces Committee was sent to the Chief Executive of Mid Beds District Council regarding Town Council's reservations about the planning permission granted on the Jordan's Yard development.

He further reported that since the approval of permission for the buildings at Morgan Matroc to be turned into fifteen individual industrial units the developer had indicated that they would be submitting further plans for a change to a mixed use development.  No requirement had been laid on either the developer or the County Council to improve Sand Lane as a condition of permission being granted.
