3.  Planning Applications Received for Comment by Sandy Town Council (P17/05)
Prior to consideration of application 05/00983/FULL, one letter received from a near neighbour was read to the Meeting by the Clerk.

4.  Minutes (P18/05)
Cllr White pointed out that his apologies had been omitted from the Minutes.  With this amendment, the Minutes of the Meeting of the Planning, Parks and Open Spaces Committee held on Monday 6th June 2005 and as approved/amended and adopted by Council Meeting held on Monday 20th June 2005, which had been previously circulated were signed. 

5.  Public Open Space, Fallowfield Estate (Minute No: P13/03) (Dated 9.6.03) (P19/05)
A letter had been sent to District Planning Officer to request a meeting.
Cllr Pettitt reported that the requested meeting had been held on 5th July 2005.  Full notes of the Meeting were being prepared and would be circulated to all Members in due course.  He pointed out however that Mr Lamb of MBDC had clearly indicated that a Planning Authority had no powers in respect of formal adoption and that this could currently “drag on” for as long as the developer wished.
5.  Public Open Space, Fallowfield Estate (Minute No: P13/03) (Dated 9.6.03) (P19/05) (Contd)

There would be some contributions payable in respect of the future maintenance of the open space and the provision of sporting facilities and these would be calculated in total and notified to the Council.

Plan “C” dated 2000 for the Open Space appeared to provide all that the Town Council had requested except a pavilion and it was to be suggested that Twigdens be urged to resubmit this Application.
Cllr Blaine enquired if the proposed footpath around the outside of the open space was wide enough to provide for cyclists and pedestrians together.  Cllr Pettitt said that he was unable to answer that question directly but that this would be borne in mind at subsequent meetings.

The items required were being sourced and costed and it had been decided not to proceed with the proposed log pile.

Cllr Scott requested that it be recorded that he opposed totally the planting of hedges particularly of the prickly variety in a public recreation area.

Members commented that although the work had undoubtedly had an impact on the Town Centre it was pleasing to note that the effects had not been as bad as had been anticipated.  There had been an early problem with buses turning but this had been quickly resolved and had resulted in the release of several car parking spaces for continued use.

He had received a number of complaints from residents in London Road about the apparent increase in “rat running” of traffic pulling off the A1 to avoid the congestion during rush hours and attempting to rejoin at this point.

The scheme to prevent the use of Church Path for similar purposes had received objections and would therefore need to be referred to Committee for decision.

It was possible that some form of barrier could be provided at the southern junction of London Road with the A1.

18.  London Road – Rat Running (P32/05) (Contd)

Some Members expressed the view that the problem was not as acute as was being suggested and that what was proposed would actually increase problems elsewhere in the town.
