Goldfinch Drive, St Ivel Park, Fallowfield

The removal of planning conditions to provide a play area and a commuted sum for its maintenance was approved. The play equipment could not be removed until the play equipment in Fallowfield is installed.
Members discussed at length
Resolved: (a) That the Council write to the Chief Executive of Central Bedfordshire Council and Cllr Maudlin that the Town Council has not been invited to the Goldfinch Drive meeting on the 26th May 2010 and the Council should be allowed to send along a representative.
(b) That Cllr Scott be requested to attend the meeting with regard to Goldfinch Drive play area on the 26th May 2010.
(c) That the play equipment and other items relating to the play area comes under the ownership of Sandy Town Council when they have been removed from Goldfinch Drive. The Town Council could then decide where the play equipment and other items could be installed for the benefit of Sandy residents.

(d) That the Council write a letter to Alistair Burt M.P. congratulating him on his re-election, reminding him of his visit to Sandy to discuss about Fallowfield and that no progress has happened in thirteen months under Central Bedfordshire Council.
