Cllr Aldis reported that at the last meeting the Committee had considered the Application for a temporary building at the Toybox Nursery in Medusa Way.  There had been considerable interest from near neighbours both in respect of the new building and the proposed amendments to hours of operation.

9.  Provision and Adoption of Play Areas As Part of Planning Consent – Long Term Maintenance (5.6.06) (P10/06) (P24/06)

RESOLVED:  That a further letter be sent to the District Council suggesting that the detailed policy appears to have failed in respect of the development at The Limes, Beeston, and requesting that consideration be given to ways of ensuring that this situation does not arise in the future.
10.  Possible New Bus Shelter Outside Allison House, Bedford Road, Sandy (5.6.06) (P21/06) (P25/06)
The comments of Bedfordshire County Council were noted.  The Clerk reported that he had received a further reply that morning advising that the County Council has no objection in agreeing to the request for a new bus shelter to be located on the land outside Allison House.

The way was now clear for a new or relocated shelter to be installed at this location.

The Clerk reminded Members that the location was a few feet east of the existing seat and bus stop in order to avoid the shelter being placed in front of the residents’ lounge window.
RESOLVED:  That the situation be noted.

11.  New Bus Shelter for Market Square, Sandy (P16/06)

The Clerk’s Report which had been previously circulated was received and considered.
Members expressed their concerns that the Town Council having already contributed £25,000.00 to the enhancement project were now it appeared being requested to fund the new shelter.  If the wrong shelter had been installed this must be considered a design fault and thus the responsibility of the design team.

However it appeared that if the current impasse was to be broken and a new shelter installed before the onset of winter the Town Council was going to have to take the lead.

RESOLVED:  That a letter expressing the Town Council’s concerns regarding this matter be sent to both Mid Beds District Council and Bedfordshire County Council and that in the light of the inadequacy of the design of shelter specified and approved by staff of both the District and County Councils these Councils consider making a contribution towards the cost of the required new shelter.
