A group of parents interested in the well-being of young people in the town are anxious to have a young person’s section at the Sandy Summer Festival event.

What is proposed is a small section of the Festival site set aside for young people based activities.  This section of the site will be referred to as the “Youth Village” and will provide activities such as Karaoke, local groups, short plays and performing arts stage, talent competition.  There will also be stalls giving advice on drug and alcohol awareness, sexual health and homelessness, together with activity stalls and arts and crafts.

The Group is a new one and has been formed specifically to get this matter underway.  They currently have no funding but already have the support of Sandy Upper School and Sandye Place Middle School; and have started fund raising to meet the costs of essential items such as insurance and other hirings.

The Group has requested a Grant of £600.00 from Sandy Town Council towards the costs of hiring three marquees for the Youth Village, which if it is a success will become a regular event.

The Town Council has no finance with which to make Grants such as this and normally this Application would have gone to the Community Liaison Forum for consideration.  However the next Forum is not until July, after the date of the Sandy Summer Festival. 

The Clerk gave Members an update on this situation.  He had now had several meetings with the organisers of the event to try to assist them.
They had now completed a formal Grant Application Form and had also opened a Bank Account.
